PLAY NICE!!

The Opening DAILY BULLETIN at the Syracuse Regional
contained some “ideas to engender courtesy and pleasant play
at the table.” As space allows, these will be reprinted in the
Buff. They were and are in no particular

+ Duplicate sessions these days use bidding boxes. Bidding
boxes have been introduced in the game to reduce the
possibility of information being communicated between
partners by voice intonation or other mannerisms such as eye
contact or the way a bid is written on a bidding slip. They help
keep the auction in review for all players and they are of
assistance to players with hearing difficulties.

* When using a bidding box try to decide what your bid is
going to be before reaching for or touching cards in the
bidding box. An extreme example of this impropriety is when
you say touch a 2 ¢card and then pull out a pass card.

* When using the bidding box the correct protocol is for the
bids to be left on the table until the opening lead is made. This
is to ensure the defenders are able to review the auction and to
ask any questions prior to the start of play. The bids may then
be returned to the box.

* Do not ask what a bid means unless you intend to bid.
Asking for an explanation without bidding could in certain
circumstances be construed as passing unauthorized
information to one‘s partner. If one doesn’t intend to bid,
questions of the opponents, should be made after the auction
has concluded. We do not ask questions for the benefit of
partner. This actually contravenes the proprieties of the game.

» Always use the ‘Stop” card whenever you skip the bidding.
Contrary to what many players think the use of the stop card is
a courtesy to your opponents. Since LHO is required to pause
for 10 seconds or so, no information is conveyed to RHO
about her partner’s hand.

* Avoid hesitations by being consistent and deliberate in your
bidding. A hesitation followed by a pass places an extra
burden on partner to justify continuing with the bidding as this
may have communicated information to one’s partner.

* If you have a difficult decision you have a right to think but
partner cannot take advantage of the knowledge that you had a
problem. So if your partner takes time to bid, bids out of
tempo and then passes, you should pass too unless that action
would be totally illogical considering your hand.

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Member Feature T Liz Schulman

Lucky are those that have played bridge with her

As Liz Schulman nears the end of her life, she’s thinking about the tiniest and most vulnerable members of our society, the
premature babies in neonatal intensive care at Women & Children’s Hospital. Schulman, a lifelong Buffalo resident, is under hospice
care just outside Chicago, but she wants to use her remaining days to push her most passionate cause — finding volunteers to help rock,
hold and love these smallest of humans, at all hours of the day and night.

For the last year, Schulman has worked as a “rocker” in the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit at Women & Children’s, moving to
the top of the volunteers’ list when she offered to work the least desirable shift, from 4 to 8 p.m. on weekends. They now call it the
“Schulman Shift” at the hospital. “The babies need to feel secure. They need to be touched and held and loved,”

Schulman wrote in a letter she sent to her family and close friends. While describing the compassionate care provided in that
unit, she noted that the children aren’t needy just on weekdays from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. “They need to be cuddled and loved 24 hours.”
So Schulman, whose late husband, Dr. Theodore Schulman, was a local obstetrician, has set up a fund, along with her children and
their partners, to provide stipends for volunteers willing to work that unpopular weekend evening shift. The Ted and Liz NICU Rocker
Fund has been set up through the Foundation for Jewish Philanthropies. In a phone interview Tuesday, Schulman described the
“amazing feeling” she gets while holding, soothing and rocking a premature baby.

“One night I was looking into a baby’s eyes,” she said. “He was crying and crying and crying. I just held him and rocked
him. I talked to him, and I sang to him. He just looked up at me. He didn’t smile. He didn’t cry. I just knew he was thanking me, and
he was happy.”

Schulman, who was diagnosed with stage-1V metastatic cancer in July, was visiting one of her four children in the Chicago
area over Thanksgiving when she suffered a setback and had to go into hospice care there. “I have always wondered how I would feel
if I was diagnosed and had to face a terminal illness,” Schulman wrote in her letter. “I usually think I know myself fairly well, but this
time my reaction surprised even me. I didn’t cry. I didn’t deny. I wasn’t even really surprised.”

For years, she has known that she wouldn’t seek treatment against any advanced, late-stage cancer, although she did survive a
battle with breast cancer four years ago. So when she got the tough news in July, she opted to live her life as aggressively as she could,
continuing her volunteer work and eventually hatching the plan for the NICU Rocker Fund.

“I wanted to do something significant,” she said. “It was very important to choose something that I could leave as a legacy, both for
me and my husband.” All four of her children — Erica Danford, Lauren, Jeffrey and Roger — gave their immediate approval to the
fund idea.

“I think it’s amazing that she wanted to do this,” Roger Schulman said. “Even before the diagnosis, her work with these
babies has brought incredible meaning to her life. She feels like she’s provided such support for them.” The four Schulman children
always looked forward to the calls they invariably would get from their mother starting at 8:15 p.m. Saturdays, at the end of her
volunteer shift, recounting in detail all the wonderful moments she had in comforting these infants.

Martha Hickey, manager of hospital relations, remembers her initial interview last winter, when Schulman asked about the
toughest volunteer shift to fill. She was told it was Saturday night — every Saturday. “That’s perfect,” Schulman replied. “That will be
my date night, my date night with the babies.”

The greatest testament to Schulman’s volunteer work may have come after her recent diagnosis. First, she was given a
surprise party by the staff two weeks ago. “And our neonatal nurses have offered to give her personal home nursing care when she
needs it,” Hickey said. “Talk about full circle.”

At 75, the former Liz Maisel knows about the frailty of human life, having lost her husband unexpectedly at age 64 in 1997
and living through the premature deaths of her sister and other close friends. “Now it was going to be my turn,” she wrote. “It was
blatantly clear that all life has finality. All life has a beginning and an end. My very next thought was about the wonderful premature
infants | work with who are beginning life, and this brought a smile to my face.”

And that’s when she chose to dedicate many of her remaining efforts to those infants. Besides providing stipends for anyone
willing to work either of the weekend evening shifts for at least a year, the fund also will be used to replace all the rocking chairs in
the NICU Unit. Anyone interested in donating can write a check to the Ted and Liz Schulman NICU Rocker Fund, c/o The
Foundation for Jewish Philanthropies, 2640 North Forest Road, Getzville, NY 14068.

“As I leave this world, they will enter the world,” she said of the newborns. “I want them to have some of the opportunities I
have had.”
